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APOLLO STERLING SILVER MEDALS

By special arrangements with an European firm, noted for its craftsmanship,
we have had medals struck for the honoring of both the Apollo 11 and Apollo 12
flights. Both are 15 grams of silver in weight, 33 mm, in diameter with the
Apollo 11 medal made from .900 silver and the Apollo 12 medal from .999 silver.
The obverse of these medals feature finely designed profiles of the crew members
and the reverse shows a Moon Landing scene. Both sides have appropriate word-
ing and the Apollo 12 medals are serially numbered. These originally sold by us
for $9.80 and many members reordered, some more than once. ‘“Seeing is believing”
truly sums these gems up! Other firms offering similar medals are now selling
them up to $20.00 each., For a limited time and especially for those that did not
have a chance to order these before, we of fer them at $11.80 each, postpaid.
